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Like  most  brides,
Fernanda Loaiza always
wanted to be married in a
sanctuary. Two years ago
her dream came true.
Twice. Following her
wedding in a North Quito
church, she and her
husband and a couple
hundred guests
proceeded to celebrate in
another sanctuary - this
one green, warm, and
surrounded by nature.

“It was the perfect
outdoor reception I could
have ever imagined,”
Loaiza recalled.

Her wedding was not only
a milestone in her life but it
also marked the beginning
of La Quinta San Ignacio as
a local destination for
events and relaxation.

Located just 35 minutes
from Quito in the lush,
Guayllabamba Valley,
Quinta San Ignacio is
becoming an  exclusive
venue for events that can be
and should be celebrated in
nature, with installations that
mirror a “mini-hacienda.”
